Critical Perioperative Factors Influencing
Postoperative Complications and Long-Term

Survival in Patients with Gastric Cancer

Abstract
Objective:

We aimed to determine key perioperative factors affecting postoperative complications and long-term survival in
gastric cancer patients undergoing gastrectomy and to evaluate their predictive value for clinical outcomes.

Methods:

We conducted a retrospective analysis of clinical data from patients who underwent radical gastrectomy at our
institution between January 2011 and December 2019. Logistic regression, along with univariate and multivariate
analyses, and Kaplan—-Meier survival curves were utilized to identify significant factors impacting postoperative

morbidity and long-term survival.

Results:

Patients were categorized into complication and noncomplication groups based on postoperative outcomes.
Comparative analysis revealed significant associations between postoperative complications and the following
variables: sex, hypertension, serum albumin (ALB) level, lactate dehydrogenase, prognostic nutritional index

(PNI), a-fetoprotein (AFP), anastomotic method, laparoscopic versus open surgery and operative time (all P < .05).
Multivariate logistic regression analysis indicated that laparoscopic versus open surgery, PNI, and hypertension
were independent risk factors for postoperative complications. Kaplan—Meier survival analysis showed significant
correlations between 3-year overall survival (OS) and age, PNI, ALB, carcinoembryonic antigen (CEA), carbohydrate
antigen 19-9 (CA19-9), tumor diameter, TNM stage, lymphovascular invasion (LVI), perineural invasion, resection
extent, and reconstruction method (all P < .05). Receiver operating characteristic curve analysis identified optimal
cutoff values for 3-year OS prediction: PNI (area under the curve [AUC] = 0.709, cutoff = 41.55) and tumor diameter
(AUC = 0.661, cutoff = 4.75 cm). Univariate and multivariate Cox regression analyses identified the following
independent prognostic factors: LVI, advanced TNM stage, age, PNI, hypoalbuminemia, CEA, and CA19-9.

Gastric cancer remains a significant global health
challenge, characterized by high incidence and
mortality rates across multiple regions. According

to data from the World Health Organization (WHO),

it ranks as the third most prevalent malignancy
worldwide, following lung and colorectal cancers.1-4
The pathogenesis of gastric cancer involves

complex interactions among genetic predisposition,
environmental exposures, and lifestyle factors.
Although perioperative chemotherapy (FLOT4 trial) and
adjuvant chemotherapy (CLASSIC trial) have become
standard treatment approaches, and minimally invasive
surgical techniques (KLASS trials) have advanced
significantly,5-7 a substantial number of patients

are still diagnosed at advanced stages and exhibit

heterogeneous outcomes even after curative-intent
resection. This variability highlights the limitations
of conventional prognostic indicators such as TNM
staging and tumor markers in accurately stratifying
patient risk.8—10.

The perioperative period plays a pivotal role in
determining both surgical outcomes and long-term
prognosis. While current treatment strategies are
informed by large-scale clinical trials, individualized risk
assessment remains inadequate.

MISWeek 2026 - Excel Award

Gerald Fried, MD, CM, FRCSC, FACS, FCAHS, M.S.C.

Dr. Gerald Fried is a Professor of Surgery and Associate Dean, Education Technology
& Innovation

Director, Steinberg Centre for Simulation and Interactive Learning

McGill University | Faculty of Medicine and Health Sciences

Co-Founder, Clinical Innovation Platform (CLIP)

In 1990, Dr. Fried established Minimally Invasive Surgery (MIS) as a clinical and academic program at
McGilland trained more than 50 fellows who have gone ontoleadershiproles. As Chairhere-energized
theMcGillgraduate programswithnoveldegreesininnovationand entrpreneurship, surgicaleducation,
globalsurgery,surgicalrecovery,andindigitalhealththathaveattracted studentsfromaroundtheworld.

Dr. Fried’s work developing a simulation program for MIS has become the gold standard and a
requirement for certification in surgery by the American Board. His current research is in evaluating
applications of computervision to improve the quality and safety of surgery.

He has received the Association of Faculties of Medicine of Canada John Ruedy Award for
Innovation in Medical Education and the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada
Duncan Graham Award for outstanding contribution to medical education. In 2019 Dr Fried received
the Meritorious Service Cross by the Governor General of Canada for his leadership in developing
minimally invasive surgery in Canada. He has held many leadership positions including President
of SAGES and Chair of the ACS Board of Regents.

MISWeek 2026 - Janis Chinnock Wetter Award

Patricia Kavic, RN, MSW
Patricia earned her Registered Nurse License at Ohio Valley General Hospital
(OVGH), a community hospital in the Pittsburgh area. After working several years
for the Visiting Nurse Association of Allegheny County, she was recruited by the
Administrator of OVGH to establish their Home Care Program. While working
there Patricia attended the University of Pittsburgh, completing her Bachelor’s and
Master’s Degree in Social Work Administration. It was during this time she met
and married Dr. Michael Kavic. Patricia eventually left her position as Director of Home Care and
Discharge Planning to manage his surgical practice and raise their four children.

With the inception of the “laparoscopic era” of surgery, she and Michael established the Center for
Advanced Surgical Training (CAST) in 1990, a certified site for training surgeons in laparoscopic
techniques. Patricia functioned as Administrator of the Center until 1994.

During the 1990’s Patricia functioned as administrative support and lab assistant for Michael as he
traveled extensively throughout the US, Europe, Asia and the Middle East, where he lectured on
laparoscopic surgery.

In 1996 Michael was selected to become the Founding Editor-in-Chief of the Journal of the Society of
Laparoscopic and Robotic Surgeons, JSLS, an international surgical journal indexed in the National
Library of Medicine and listed in PubMed Central. Patricia became the Senior Editorial Assistant.
In that role she was, and still is, responsible for handling manuscript submissions and tracking their
progress through the peer review process.

Margaret (Gretchen) Schwarze, MD, MPP, FACS

Gretchen Schwarze MD, MPP is the Morgridge Professor of Vascular Surgery

and a Professor in the Departments of Surgery and Medical History and

Bioethics at the University of Wisconsin. She received her medical degree

from Harvard Medical School and master’s degree in public policy from the

John F. Kennedy School of Government. She completed residency at the
Massachusetts General Hospital. Her fellowship training in vascular surgery and clinical
ethics was at the University of Chicago Hospital and Clinics. She is a practicing vascular
surgeon and health services researcher with research interests focus on informed consent,
high-stakes decisions, and end-of-life care for older patients with complex illnesses. With 15
years of external funding, including grants from the NIH and PCORI, she has received more
than $13 million in support for her innovative work. She is a member of the National Academy
of Medicine and is an alumna of the Greenwall Faculty Scholars and the Cambia Foundation
Sojourns Scholar programs. She lives in Madison, WI with her husband who is a transplant
surgeon.

MISWeek 2026 -Nezhat Family Lectureship

Kara C. Long, MD, MSc, FACOG

Dr. Kara Long Roche, MD, MSc, FACOG, is a gynecologic oncologist who is
dedicated to improving the lives of women with gynecologic cancers. These
include ovarian cancer, uterine cancer, cervical cancer, and vulvar cancer.

Dr. Roche is Associate Director for the Gynecologic Oncology Fellowship
Program at Memorial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center. She performs surgeries at Memorial
Hospital and Josie Robertson Surgery Center in Manhattan, and sees patients at Rockefeller
Outpatient Clinic, also in Manhattan, and MSK Basking Ridge, in New Jersey.

She performs about 250 gynecologic procedures each year, using minimally invasive
techniques when appropriate so that women can get back to their lives more quickly after
surgery. In addition, Dr. Roche is skilled at performing cytoreductive surgery, which means
she removes all visible disease so that the cancer is more susceptible to chemotherapy. For
women who want to start or grow their families, she performs fertility-preserving surgical
procedures whenever possible.

Dr. Roche is also committed to developing better ways to screen for and prevent gynecologic
cancers in women who are at higher risk for these diseases. She has extensive experience
in performing risk-reduction surgery, and is currently working to develop new strategies to
improve this procedure. She is also researching the development of novel screening and early
detection techniques with the goal of reducing the number of women who are impacted by
gynecologic cancers.
