Endometriosis is a progressive, estrogen-dependent, 
chronic inflammatory disease affecting approximately 
10% of reproductive age women, and over 200 million 
women worldwide.1–3 It is an ancient disease described 
as early as 1855 BC by Egyptians as “suffocation of the 
womb” long before the histologic diagnosis of ectopic 
endometrial-like glands and stroma was described 
by Karl von Rokitansky in 1860.4 Endometriosis has 
been reported in every organ in the human body, with 
clinically significant extragenital endometriosis leading to 
genitourinary, gastrointestinal, thoracic, and/or nervous 
system dysfunction.5–8 Patients with endometriosis have 
almost double the risk of developing ovarian cancer, 
and endometriosis treatment can decrease the risk of 
malignancy.9

Abstract 

Objective: 
To evaluate the positive predictive value (PPV) of endometrial BCL-6 overexpression as a noninvasive screening test 
endometriosis in patients undergoing in vitro fertilization (IVF).

Methods: 
Retrospective cohort study at a university-affiliated private practice. Inclusion criteria were reproductive age 
females currently undergoing IVF with a diagnosis of unexplained infertility or unexplained recurrent pregnancy loss. 
Those with endometrial BCL-6 overexpression underwent laparoscopic surgery with an indication for treatment of 
suspected endometriosis. The primary outcome was the PPV of endometrial BCL-6 testing to surgically diagnose 
endometriosis. Statistical analysis was performed using SPSS v.25.0.

Results: 
Seventy-five patients met inclusion criteria for our study. The PPV of BCL-6 testing for endometriosis was 96%. Of 
those patients without endometriosis, 100% had other inflammatory pelvic pathologies, which were diagnosed and 
treated at the time of laparoscopy.

Conclusions: 
Endometrial BCL-6 overexpression has a high PPV for diagnosing endometriosis and can help identify a patient 
population that may require surgical treatment before embryo transfer.

Affected women can present with dysmenorrhea, non-
menstrual pelvic pain, ovulatory pain, dyspareunia, 
dyschezia, and/or changes to bowel or bladder function 
which can be exacerbated during menses.10 Symptom 
severity varies from debilitating to mild, with up to 25% 
of women being completely asymptomatic.11 Some 
women may only present with unexplained infertility, with 
an increased suspicion for endometriosis arising only 
after multiple failed in vitro fertilization (IVF) treatments.12 
If there is no treatable cause of infertility, which occurs 
after documentation of at least one patent fallopian tube, 
evidence of ovulation, and a normal semen analysis 
in the male partner, women are given the diagnosis of 
unexplained infertility.13 In fact, endometriosis is a leading 
cause of unexplained infertility, accounting for up to 50 ...

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This one-year fellowship-training program 
will provide fellows with extensive 
experience in the comprehensive diagnosis 
and minimally invasive surgical management 
of the full range of menstrual disorders with 
a strong focus on Endometriosis, Fibroids, 
and Abnormal Uterine Bleeding. The 
experience and education provided will give 
the fellow the skills to accurately diagnose 
and treat the full spectrum of Advanced 
Benign GYN conditions.

Diagnostic focus will be on advanced office GYN ultrasound and office 
hysteroscopy while surgical management focuses on the full spectrum 
of minimally invasive surgery including operative hysteroscopy, Mini-
Micro laparoscopy, and advanced robotic surgery techniques. Office 
procedures are performed 2 days per week including at least 30-40 
ultrasounds and office procedures per week and operating room 
experience occurs 2-3 days per week. Current volume consisted 
of 4-6 advanced endometriosis surgeries per week and 1-2 days of 
mini-micro laparoscopy and mini-microlaparoscopy per month. The 
focus is on fertility preserving surgery including the use of the CO2 
laser and advanced robotic, mini-micro, and hybrid techniques as 
well as operative hysteroscopy. Collaboration with General Colorectal 
surgery, GI, and urology allows a multidisciplinary experience that 
can be guided by the fellow as to the experience they with to have in 
an individualized fashion. Rotations in the Institute will involve direct 
observation of patient counseling, preoperative ultrasound techniques, 
and selection of proper candidates for various minimally invasive 
procedures.

Post-operative management of these patients as well as 
understanding the treatment of the associated pain and infertility 
related to endometriosis will be discussed including the treatment 
of chronic pain, nerve and pelvic floor dysfunction and sexual 
dysfunction. Pre-operative assessment and surgical planning for 
advanced stage endometriosis patients and patients with Deep 
Infiltrating Endometriosis with multiple organ invovlment will be 
emphasized prior to surgery. Surgical approach and the organized 
multidisciplinary approach to management and surgical planning 
will be thoroughly taught. The assessment and management of 
advanced leiomyoma cases will be taught as well as well as the roles 
and indications for both conservative treatments as well as surgical 
intervention with Myomectomy. The role of laparoscopic hysterectomy, 
for both definitive treatment of endometriosis and/or management 
of large fibroid uteri is also emphasized. The Fellow will also learn 
the principles and techniques for approaching and treating infertility 
pathology, ovarian pathology and interstitial cystitis. Finally, the Fellow 
will become proficient in hysteroscopy, cystoscopy, proctoscopy, and 
pelvic ultrasonography.

The Society of Laparoscopic and Robotic Surgeons 
has once again been awarded a $77,000 grant from 
the Intuitive Foundation Robotic Surgical Fellowship 
Grant Program. This grant was awarded to support the 
Florida Surgical Specialists Enhanced General Surgery 
Fellowship: Advanced Laparoscopic and Robotic 
Foregut, Hernia and Colorectal Fellowship.

The Society of Laparoscopic & Robotic Surgery (SLS) 
presents the Florida Surgical Specialists Enhanced 
General Surgery Fellowship. This fellowship will include 
training in all facets of General Surgery with a focus in 
minimally invasive surgery. The fellowship will feature 
robotic foregut, hernia and colorectal operations.

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SLS congratulates Collin E. M. Brathwaite on his appointment to Professor of 
Surgery at NYU Long Island School of Medicine.

Collin E. M. Brathwaite, MD, MS FACS is Professor and Chairman of the Department 
of Surgery at the NYU Long Island School of Medicine (NYU LISOM). He is also the 
current Chairman of the Department of Surgery at NYU Langone Hospital—Long 
Island; a position that he has held since January 2013. He is Chief of the Division 
of Minimally Invasive and Bariatric Surgery. Dr. Brathwaite graduated from Howard 
University’s Accelerated (3-year) Medical Program in 1983 where he received the 
Lasalle D. Lefall Jr. MD Honors Award in Surgery. He completed his General Surgery 
residency at St. Vincent’s Hospital and Medical Center of New York and fellowship 
training in Trauma and Critical Care at the prestigious Maryland Shock Trauma Center 
at the University of Maryland. Dr. Brathwaite completed a Master of Science in Health 
Care Delivery Leadership at the Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai in New York 
(2015-2017).

As an educator he has been the recipient of many teaching awards including the 
Golden Apple Award for Teaching at the Robert Wood Johnson Medical School as well as Excellence in Teaching and 
Attending of the Year on multiple occasions while at Stony Brook University.
